Secondary News/ Vesti iz srednje skole

Dragi roditelji, Dear Parents, 

 
The dominant event of the previous month for 
secondary students was without doubt the 
annual study tour. This year, the trip destination 
was Italy, and our students spent nine 
memorable days visiting historic sites, admiring 
pieces of art and generally enjoying themselves. 
The sightseeing tour started at the south of Italy, 
and the first stop was in Sorrento, followed by 
the visit to Naples and ancient Pompeii where 
the students explored the well-preserved ruins 
that date back to 79 B.C. 

 
Dominantan dogadjaj prethodnog meseca za ucenike srednje skole 
bez sumnje je bila godisnja ekskurzija. Ove godine, destinacija je 
bila Italija. Nasi ucenici su proveli devet dana za pamcenje u poseti 
istorijskim spomenicima, diveci se umetnickim delima i uopste 
uzivajuci. Tura sa razgledanjem je pocela na jugu Italije, a prva 
stanica je bila u Sorentu, nakon cega smo posetili Napulj  i drevnu 
Pompeju gde su ucenici mogli da razgledaju dobro ocuvane 
rusevine koje datiraju iz 79.godine  pre Hrista. 
 

The next stop was Rome where they spent two 
days, visiting Vatican Museum with its 
immense collection of works of art, including 
the Sistine Chapel with famous frescoes by 
Michelangelo, and the world's largest church, 
the Patriarchal basilica dedicated to St Peter the 
Apostle.  

Sledeca stanica je bio Rim, gde su deca provela dva dana. Posetili 
su vatikanski muzej i njegovu ogromnu kolekciju umetnickih dela, 
ukljucujuci Sikstinsku kapelu sa cuvenim Mikelandjelovim 
freskama, i najvecom crkvom u svetu, Patrijarsijskomu Bazilikom 
posvecenom  sv.Petru Apostolu. 
 
Na putu do Firence, posetili su Orvieto, jedan od mnogih zivopisnih 
gradova smestenih svuda po brdovitoj Umbriji, sa svojim tamnim 
srednjevekovnim ulicama i divnom katedralom Svete Marije. Zatim 
je usledio uzbudljiv dan u Firenci u poseti impresivnoj katedrali 
Duomo koja je sva u ruzicastom i zelenom mermeru, a posle toga je 
usledila setnja preko Ponte Vecchio koja je najcuvenija u svetu po 
svojim juvelirskim radnjama. Sledeca stanica je bila Piza gde su 
posetili "Piazza dei Miracoli", (“The Square of Miracles”) sa cetiri 
spomenika: katedralom, krstionicom, zvonom kosog tornja i 
monumentalnim dvoristem crkve. Poslednji dan  ekskurzije  su 
ucenici proveli u jedinstvenoj  Veneciji koja Vas ostavlja bez daha, 
sa renesansnim palatama i romanticnim gondolama na “Kanalu 
Grande”. 

 
On the way to Florence, they visited Orvieto, 
one of the many picturesque towns located 
throughout the hilly Umbria, with its dark 
medieval streets and a beautiful Cathedral of 
Santa Maria. Then followed the exciting day in 
Florence with the impressive pink and green 
marble of the city’s cathedral, the Duomo, and a 
walk across the Ponte Vecchio which is world 
famous for its jewellery shops. The next stop 
was Pisa where they visited "Piazza dei 
Miracoli", (“The Square of Miracles”), with 
four monuments: the Cathedral, the Baptistery, 
the Bell or Leaning Tower and the Monumental 
Churchyard. The last day of the trip was spent 
in unique and breathtaking Venice, with its 
beautiful renaissance palaces and romantic 
gondolas on “Canal Grande”.  

 
Ekskurzija u Italiji  ne bi bila tako kompletna a da nije bilo i malo 
sopinga, koji je posebno bio interesantan nasim ucenicama iz visih 
razreda.
